Nevertheless, we are grateful to
Archbishop Comastri, the Archpriest of the Basilifta trying to accommodate our request. To hawe ha
a Mass celebrated in the basilica itself would Haeen yet another noteworthy achievement and farwar
step in the progress of the Federation.

During the battle for thiotu Propriowe, together with certain clerical societies, heventered
the onslaught by forces, in and outside the Vatib@mt on preventing the publication of tketu Pro-
prio (as you all know, the Pope is surrounded by ergriewhich he is well aware).

The executive team of Una Voce, i.e. President Jacktveen, Secretary Leo Darroch, and Treasurer
Monika Rheinschmitt, have been many times to Ramarge the publication of tHdotu Propria They
were received with open arms, a thing that hasmieappened before to this extent. Putting ecumenism
with the Orthodox world to good use (a motive alsviyoked upon with benevolence in today’s Vatican),
the executive team accepted the support of theo@othworld (necessity makes for unexpected bedfel-
lows!). As a result, our Orthodox friends even prged us with invaluable assistance for a fruiifitilire.

It was therefore significant that two Orthodox @glgons, one of which was from Moscow, attended the
solemn celebration of the Mass of Ages by CardZastrillon Hoyos in Loreto on the $%f September
2007.

Now starts the difficult period (because the wanas yet over). The old Mass has been liberal-
ised in a doctrinal void in the midst of hostiledasadly deficient episcopacies (deficient in virarel in
doctrine). We must, therefore, not only promoteMuass of Ages but support the theological re-thigki
of our Pope who is steering the Church on a middlgse, away from the heresies of the post-concilia
period but keeping the distance from the die-hafdsso-called right who wish to fossilise the Gtiun
a certain period of history on the basis of seliamrted dogmas, trying to link the Church to loogt!

Seville and Una Voce Madrid. The Secretary inforrtleeimeeting that a number of expressions of inter-
est had been received in the period just beforeGigeral Assembly, particularly from South America,
but were unable to be completed before the Assetoblkyplace.

President’s Report:

Report by the President, Mr Jack Oostveen, on tlotidaties of the Federation since the previous Gen-
eral Assembly in 2005 and the Federation’s finant&atus.

Mr Oostveen then gave a report of the situationesthe previous General Assembly in October 20@5. H
described the audiences in Rome with Pope Benedidtl January 2006 and 12 June 2007, the unex-
pected resignation of the former President Frarikétrichton-Stuart in September 2006, the promulga
tion of the Motu Proprio Summorum Pontificum iny@007, and the various letters and meetings in
Rome with curiual officials. Information about tleesvents can be found in detail on the FIUV website

www.ifuv.org. .

Following the very public critical statements ofre® European bishops in November 2006 the FIUV
leadership visited Rome on"25" November. We had meetings in the Congregatioth®/Clergy, The
Pontifical Commission Ecclesia Dei, the Congregafmr Divine Worship, and the Congregation for the
Doctrine of the Faith, and presented a dossiehefé¢ality of life in many countries under the resbns
on the celebration of the traditional Mass impobgdhe various bishops’ conferences. An encouraging
response to this dossier was received from Cardiaastrillon Hoyos. On the first of December a lette
was received from His Eminence in which he said:
“Thank you for the documentation regarding the sition of the Mass celebrated according to
the 1962 missal in several countries, produced loy.yl assure you, the Holy See is laboring
with regards to the priests and faithful to find solution that will do justice to all who it con-
cerns. Therefore several options are being examimnegiew of the good of the whole Church.”
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From 11" to 13" June 2007 the FIUV team visited Rome for the thiime within 9 months where we
were granted a short meeting with Pope Benedict XYils gave us the opportunity of having some pri-
vate words with the Holy Father for about five nigmiat which His Holiness confirmed the publication
of the Motu Proprioas “Soon, before summer”. Herewith, His Holinesefitmed the planned publica-
tion of theMotu Proprioby himself for the first time.

Finally, on 7' July 2007 thévlotu Proprio Summorum Pontificumas published; our public statement is
on our website. Most recently, on"®ctober the Federation wrote to His Eminence D&awdinal
Castrillon, President of the Pontifical Commissieoclesia Dei a letter in which we begged His Emi-
nence to safeguard the full integrity of the MissPope John XXIII of 1962 and to issue in a ¢lea-
tion a statement that all celebrations of the Exttanary form must be faithful to the rubrics angtoms

of that Missal as were required in 1962.

Since our last General Assembly in October 2005haxe had enquiries from the following nine coun-
tries: The Philippines, Mexico, Denmark, CroatiaaBl, Honduras, Malta, Paraguay, and Spain (Madrid
Seville, and Malaga). The situation in Central &uith America is particularly encouraging as weehav
about seven groups now in Chile, Argentina, Mexi®@zil, Honduras, Paraguay, and Columbia. Not all
these groups are members but we are working wemtand hopefully we will bring them all into the
International Federation.

The work of the Federation has increased hugellyarpast year; especially since the promulgaticihef
Motu ProprioSummorum Pontificunit is proposed to establish a number of workiogmittees to deal
with urgent matters for the efficient managemerthefFederation.

Statement from Dr. Helmut Rickriegel: At this point, Dr. Helmut Rickriegel, a Council mieen for
many years and a Vice President, asked the Presfdes could make a brief announcement to the As-
sembly. He said he was retiring from the Councitsaese of his advancing years and making way for
younger members to carry forward the work of thddfation. He would like to make a plea to the dele-
gates. He saw the &fu Proprio Summorum Pontificubesides other things, mainly as an invitation to
the Society of St Pius X from Pope Benedict to cdraek into the fold. He implored everybody in the

At this point in the proceedings the Secretary, Deoroch, introduced a specially invited guesthe t
delegates. In the 40 years history of the Una \feegeration, there had been no greater fighterhier t
cause than Michael Davies, a former President.lySktichael had died in September 2004, but to-cele
brate the publication by Pope Benedict XVI of Mstu Proprio Summorum Pontificurthe President,
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Secretary, and Treasurer had invited Mrs Maria 8aw be the honoured guest of the Federation. Mrs
Davies was introduced to the delegates to a wounlderfind of applause.

Present Situation:

Reports on the situation in their own countries badn received from the members and had been circu-
lated to all heads of associations in advanceef3bneral Assembly. Some of these reports candtk r
on the individual websites of the members which lsarfound in the ‘Links’ on the home page of this
website.

Mr Jack Oostveen commented on the Motu Proprio Somam Pontificum. Contrary to the words of
modernists, and, it has to be said, some traditgirgroups, Vatican Il cannot be considered asecal
ing point between two periods of Church’s teacldnd living, one before and the other after the €oun
Such an ideology is false.

tant gift by our Holy Father, a gift for the gootitbe entire Church. It is also why the resistaagainst
the greater freedom of the traditional Roman Ritswand still is, so strong among those who falsely
consider Vatican Il as a new beginning in the tifehe Church. With thidMotu Propriothe Pope has
taken the control of the traditional Latin Liturgut of the hands of the Bishops and given it topthests
and the initiatives of the faithful. To celebrate extraordinary expression of the Roman Riterigha of
the priests, like it is a right of the faithful bave the Holy Mass celebrated by this extraordimapres-
sion as well as all the pastoral care they need.tasks of the bishops have been returned tofilnaiia-
mental tasks to administering and taking caretti@titurgy will be celebrated in good order.

Therefore it is aphe initiative of the faithful to find priests ep for the
extraordinary expression of the Roman Liturgy a#l @& to the initiative of the priests attachedhe
Traditional Roman Rite to celebrate this liturggduently in public and in private as much as thay c
and gather the faithful together around this liyurig is up to us together with the priestly fratéies and
institutes to arrange instruction facilities foetparish priests open to the traditional Roman. Ritel if
the bishops really make difficulties by suppressiog activities and initiatives or that of the stie we
can find the Pontifical Commission Ecclesia Deiaun side. It is good to see that several member-ass
ciations like UV America, the Latin Mass SocietgdaPro Missa Tridentina, are organizing instruction
training courses where priests can learn and logettan the extraordinary expression of the Romaa.R

If we wish to celebratéligh Mass we
need more clergy in one place. Also, for a priestxercise an apos-
tolate efficiently he needs an assistant priests Hlas always been
how the Church has worked over the centuries, xamly has there
been one priest on his own in a parish. So, theefnity, after a pe-
riod of very rapid growth, which was necessaryhat time because
of so many requests for priests to celebrate tHeitd, we are now
consolidating the apostolates and trying to putentban one priest in
each apostolate.Another important reason is to lenkbaternity
priests to live community life.This is part and gelrof our charism.
A general emphasis has been placed on improvingt#im!-
ity of apostolates through juridical contracts. u$hwve have been
able to respond to a few requests, particulariiNanth America as
well as building things up juridically. On this jdical side we have had a number of developments. |
Sacramento we have moved from a chapel to a pdnsarigh. In Omaha we have moved from sharing a
church to having a personal parish and we werengawehistoric church in that city. In Post Faliaho,
we have moved from being a shared parish to achaplaincy. In Orlu, Nigeria, we have gone from a
sanctuary to a personal parish. We have had fiuedwerected canonically over the past year.

On the more material side the building of the semjirchapel at Lincoln is going ahead.This is
the final stage of the seminary complex. We hawvkgemission to build a church, or have had a d¢hurc
entrusted to the Fraternity of St Peter in Richmadvidginia; in Post Falls, Idaho; in Orlu, Nigeriand
here in Italy at Venice. In Anolima, Columbia wevhabeen given a school and continuing educational
centre.

This had all happened before thetu Propria After theMotu Propriowe have put a lot of ef-
fort into training priests and making the tradigbmite feasible for priests belonging to diocesmbger
institutes and religious orders - priests who,dsponse to thiMotu Proprig have decided to learn the
old rite. We have put great emphasis on providithgcation for these priests. This, obviously, isran
portant part of our apostolate given the nature dinettion of theMotu Proprio with its emphasis on
continuity and integration. The job of those pisesto know the old rite is to share their knowledg
the church at large.In this spirit the Fraternitifiated various training sessions for priests.\eégam with
a website providing information about courses aod to sign up for them.The response was immediate.
These sessions have had wonderful reactions, mairtlye United States, although the same thing has
happened in Germany, and Melbourne, Australia,tmahention here in Rome, where we have taught
quite a number of priests to say the old Mass. @ain seminary in the United States offers a perfec
setting for this and gives us motivation to fingthering funds to finish the seminary chapel. Véasr
France has long had already existing monastergshtve been able to provide focal points of liwalb
excellence, the Fraternity would like its seminelmapel to become a similar focal point in the USA.

Cardinal Castrillon Hoyos has told us that harigious that thdotu Propriobe a success and
that in the three years ahead of us we must doyiweg we can so that thislotu Proprio bears
fruit.This is one of the chief ways in which we angng to do this. We have been invited into thdbe
ceses in the USA to give full sessions to any gsieslling to learn the old Mass. It is impossilbtetrain
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anyone in a week or two and so the emphasis has dreémparting the principles of the liturgy and
learning how to pray it.

We have other projects in hand, including the réipation of the Breviary and instructional vid-
eos for priests on how to say the old Mass - asd fdr altar servers, and eventually, for the pean
how to follow the old Mass.

A chaplaincy has opened in Quebec and also heltalinin Venice. We have been given a number of
public apostolates in dioceses in France such ag&n Chalon Macon, and a second apostolate in
Bordeaux. There is one in Dusseldorf, Germany,Bumthpest, in Hungary. For the future it is veryacle
that we must have very strong houses of formatiwhta this end we have ten priests studying fotiet]

or part-time, working on a licence or a doctor#ités our aim to have well-trained academic staff dur
seminaries. Fr. Berg writes: "Now that we have Mau Proprig there does not seem to be the same
urgency to be available everywhere at once butrdwige houses which can provide points of reference
for liturgical formation and education. There ig@at desire to see the diocesan clergy and présts
other religious orders, etc., take full advanta#gneMotu Propria"

To give you some statistics: In the Fraternity veerdr 330 members. We have 200 priests and 130
seminarians. Over the period 2000 to 2007 we hadeam average of 13 priests ordained each year. At
the moment we have started a discernment prograi@mmy®ung women; this has been started in France
in the past few months. We have a number of youomen from all over the world going to France
where they are currently discerning their vocate have also started a Confraternity of St. Pdteis
was founded in February of this year and alreadynt02000 members. It has been a great success espe
cially in the USA where the faithful have been agkior a venue in which to support the work of Ene-
ternity and pray for the Fraternity's priests imgdkind of structure.

Michael Dunnigan: | was very moved yesterday by Count Capponi'sdsoWhat | noted in particular
about his remarks was that, first, he mentionetitlegaare here in Rome to celebrate a great vidtotiye
promulgation ofSummorum PontificumAnd of course he was correct. Then, second, hietbat Una
Voce is perhaps the most important lay apostofatee Church today. | thought that this was a protb
observation, and in reflecting upon Count Capporgisarks, it strikes me as strange that we aresadcu
so often of rejecting Vatican Il.
The lay apostolate was a distinctive focus of \&titl, and what we now are seeing is that some

of the most effective lay apostolates in the wdrddre been founded and are being operated by taditi
alist Catholics. Thus, the accusation of rejectagican Il seems to me to be a double injusticeolt
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only is untrue, but it also fails to acknowledgattthe Vatican Il call for a more active lay apdat® has
been answered in the most eloquent terms by thetraaditionalist Catholics who so often are accusid
repudiating the Council.

The lay apostolate provides a framework within vahiee can discuss Una Voce America’s priest
training programme. We, as a lay apostolate, wootdundertake on our own to train priests to celebr
the traditional Mass, but rather we have proceéaedllaboration with the Priestly Fraternity of Beter.
That is, we are attempting to follow St Paul, whaght that, just as each part of the body haswts o
proper function and activity, the same is truehaf Body of Christ.

It was in March 2006 that Jason King, one of Un&é&/émerica’s directors, first conceived the
idea to establish a priest training programme. Tnégramme was over a year in the making. We an-
nounced it in March of this year, and began th& fhaining sessions in June.

Some people may have thought that we were a bigtingois in initiating this programme before
the Holy Father had made his decision. That is)ay have seemed presumptuous on our paétout
in front of Peter so to speak. But when we remembered how the Agpdshn outran Peter on the way to
the tomb, we concluded that we had an excellertgpient in our favour if ever we should be calledrup
to give an account of ourselves. More importantlg,realised that what is most important is not \igha
step or two ahead, but rather that we always armeimgin the same direction as Petée were indeed
confident that we were running in the same directie our Pope, and we believe that the publicatfon
Summorum Pontificuinas confirmed our judgment.

Our programme began in June 2007 and, in that mdmtée week-long training sessions were
conducted in the seminary of the Priestly FratgrimtNebraska. The major role of the Fraternity was
provide the instruction and training of the priesthile the role of Una Voce America was to promote
and raise funds for the programme.

As far as the details of the programme are condethe tuition cost is 300 dollars for each priest
or seminarian who participates. The programme fastve days but, as Fr. Kramer said earlierythee
five very intensive days. The day begins at sidark in the morning with Mass and ends with Comglin
at nine o’clock at night. Needless to say, it takese than a week for a priest to learn to celebtiag
traditional Mass, so each priest receives a pagkehaterials that he may take home with him. The
packet includes CDs explaining the proper pronudmiaof Latin, a DVD showing the celebration of a
Low Mass and a sung Mass, and a translation afuitiécs.

When we announced our programme, we had three lsagksessions scheduled for June 2007.
We did not know whether there would be a needatititional sessions in the future. The programme
was designed for up to twelve priests per sessiod,in June a total of twenty-nine priests and san
ans were trained. However, the demand for the progre exceeded our expectations, and we received
applications from many more priests than could dmamodated in June. As a result, we scheduled ad-
ditional sessions in the fall. The size of the sésswas increased, so that twenty-two priests coeld
trained in the September session. More were traimgdctober and November and, although our first
training sessions were only five months ago, thal totumber of priests trained to date already edsee
one hundred.

One of the reasons that justified initiating thisgramme so early was that Jason King and Fr
John Berg, the Superior General of the Fratermigre in agreement that, whether or not iie&u pro-
prio was coming, there was a need for additional miestelebrate this Mass and a need for instruction
and support for those priests. Now that we haverbti propriq the need is even greater and the pro-
gramme is even more important. The response tpribgramme bears this out; it has exceeded the ex-
pectations of both Una Voce America and the Pridathternity many times over.

When we consider the impact of this programme, @kl attend not only to the number of
priests and seminarians who have participatedalsotto the spiritual impact. One diocesan prigste
a testimony of his experience. He not only providedescription of the programme, but he also gave a
very personal reflection upon it. The first thing $aid was that he was unsure how he would beveztei
as a diocesan priest by the Fraternity. He wondesdeether he would be looked down upon or would
receive a less than warm welcome. But he saidthiegpriests of the Fraternity were unfailingly dgoass,
extremely patient, and completely devoted to tistrirction. It seems that the Fraternity instructofs
low the same wise counsel of St. Augustine thah&psRifan recalled to all of us today: “In all tgs
charity.” In writing about what this programme mean his priesthood and his own spirituality, this
priest said: “I would characterise my experiencé&askly stunning, and even life-changing. | mudingt
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that the experience has recast my understandirigeopriesthood to some degree.” He went on to say
that, after participating in this programme, heidads that he understands the Pope much betterk@w.
understands what the Holy Father means by the msuie of continuity as opposed to the hermeneutic
of rupture, and what it means for the Church toehaliving liturgical heritage

Since our programme began, several others hava td&ee in the United States unrelated to our
own, and the Priestly Fraternity has been callathup give programmes in several dioceses. In it
the Catholic Church Music Association in conjunetigith St John Cantius Church in Chicago recently
conducted a programme. We do not know whether tha WWoce America programme had any part in
inspiring these other programmes, and in any evemtlo not believe that this is the important goest
However, we are extremely gratified that these pognes are taking place both with our assistande an
on the initiative of other individuals and orgariaas in the Church as well.

As far as the future is concerned, we have some
additional sessions already planned for January
and April 2008. Our larger goals are the same
ones that we stated when we announced the pro-
gramme. In particular, we seek to ensure that
every priest who wishes to celebrate the tradi-
tional Mass receives the training and instruction
that he needs to do so properly and reverently. |
would add one more objective in the light of
Summorum Pontificumnamely, that we also
would like to contribute to the goal of ensuring
that all of the laity who wish to attend the tradi-
tional Mass have access to it and that there are
sufficient priests to provide spiritual care for
them.

Basic training was provided by English priests vare, or have been, parochial clergy in the
United Kingdom. We felt that they could offer natly the training, but also practical advice on himw
take a parish from a Novus Ordo parish into ongithhi-ritual. At this stage | would like to pasiltute
to those priests such as Fr Timothy Finigan, wheal-known; Fr Andrew Wadsworth, Fr. Antony Con-
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lon, our own Chaplain of the Order of Malta; Fmagius Harrison, the Provost of the London Oratory,
and Fr. John Emerson, FSSP.
